OPENING PRAYER				
Father Michael led the group in reciting a Hail Mary.

APPROVAL OF 5/5/24 MINUTES		
John Morrison moved to approve the Minutes as submitted.
John Wagner seconded the motion. 
Unanimously approved.

PARKING LOT UPDATE
Given by Henry Glowiak. The issue of the property title has been resolved. The property will soon be ours, and there should be ample room for more parking spaces.
Father Michael said that he had spoken with Father Roger, who suggested that he should first build the educational or classroom space, not necessarily a big hall, and a columbarium. Joanne Boyko noted that a columbarium would require permission from the Diocese. Father suggested we first consider the development of the land.
The most recent acquisition of land to the south was over three acres.
Local police are happy we are not parking on the road.

HISPANIC MINISTRY MAY-JUNE REPORT
Given by Father
· There was a Hispanic event at the Mary N. Smith school gymnasium on June 7. Roughly 700 people attended and there was a guest speaker. It was held from 4-9:30 p.m., so that people who work during the day could attend.
· The Emmaus women’s group held a Retreat and deposited approximately $17,000 after expenses. 
· There will be a recognition of graduating students, from kindergarten to college, at Mass on June 22, which is also Corpus Christi.
· There will be a funeral Wednesday, June 11 for Ms. Suarez, and Steve Bendick’s funeral will be held Saturday, June 14.

REVIEW OF LITURGICAL CALENDAR FOR JUNE 2025
Given by Father Michael, who reviewed the “2025 June Schedule” handout.
Father Michael related his experience at the conference from which he had just returned. It involved Dioceses who have worked with migrant ministries and others who want to learn how to run one. There were intensive workshops at Loyola University in Chicago.

REVIEW OF KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS STATUS
Henry Glowiak advised that Recruitment is still the Knights’ top priority. They will hold a discussion following this (June 9 PPC) meeting. They have elected officers but are still looking for a Financial Secretary. The Financial Secretary performs normal Treasurer duties, plus takes care of membership. Father Michael will help to find one.

OLD BUSINESS:
Review of Execution of Motions in 2025
Security - Father asked Consuelo what arrangements Northampton County offices have. She is also coordinating with Diocesan guidelines. We are also considering how this would work in conjunction with the church insurance policy.

Parish Directory – Joanne Boyko said many people don’t want to pay for having pictures taken. Henry Glowiak suggested we have someone in our parish do the photography, such as Ed Vargas. John Morrison said that, in the meantime, we should collect names and addresses. Joanne added that we need a form for people to fill out. Donna Custis stressed that we should have people collecting information in both English and Spanish. John Morrison said the forms should make clear we only need names and addresses, and that any other information is optional.
Joanne advised we should form a committee, with Esther Corpus as chair, and start collecting info this summer, and work on the Directory in fall.
Father moved that we accept John Morrison’s motion to compile a new Directory for St. Peter’s and complete an information form to be completed by all parishioners.
Esther will take charge – we will begin announcing this at upcoming weekend Masses.

Flowers for Mary’s Garden (brought up by Donna Custis) - 
Donna Custis asked about placing more flowers around the statue. Father Mike noted there is a Vietnamese parishioner who comes every weekend and takes care of the flowers. Donna asked if we could put boxes with annuals at each corner of the statue. Joanne said we should wait until after we decide what to do with the new property. In the meantime, Donna will look into putting four pots in the corners.

CONCERNS/OTHER ITEMS OF IMPORTANCE
Diocesan Letter 
The letter was received by Father Mike, who has been named Pastor of St. Charles, in addition to St. Peter’s. Father Breslin is retiring at St. Charles but will stay at his house to become Resident Priest. We are getting a new Vicar. Father Breslin will retain his housekeeper and everything in the house.

PPC program reorganization - Father Mike is working on reorganization for the entire fiscal year. It would involve family and human life, evangelization, worship, education, service, and media.
Father moved to do this.
John Lubniewski seconded

Rectory – The Rectory status was brought up by Henry Glowiak. Joanne said we needa campaign to raise the money. Henry said he spoke to Terry Daly who said we have the money. Further discussion deferred to the July meeting.
