INTRODUCTION TO THE MIGRANT MINISTRY					
Given by Kathy Bredimus, with input from Kevin Fallon and Father Michael
The Ministry helps ensure migrants have access to the Sacraments, which are often missed due to their transient life. Jim Albright was director of until 2014, and he helped look after spiritual and material nourishment, and needed items. The Ministry visited a total of 38 camps total 25 years, visiting 6 camps per week, and conditions were rough.
Back then, there were roughly five thousand migrants coming to the Eastern Shore of Virginia per summer, versus around 1200 nowadays, so the camps are much smaller. Each Eastern Shore parish is responsible for a camp. St. Peter’s is responsible for AMES, which is the largest. Most are not filled to capacity. Sunripe Camp offers the best conditions, with storm windows and AC. The life of residents has improved with cell phones. But there used to be families in the camps, whereas now only workers are usually allowed to live there.
Each Catholic parish has a migrant ministry; evangelization is the biggest priority.
St. Peter’s Ministry networks with Justice and Peace (also of St. Peter’s) and is a member organization of the Eastern Shore Migrant Council. Seven parishes from Tidewater also contribute, and we often work with St. Pius X.
Kevin added that there is more automation in agriculture nowadays, so it is no longer so labor-intensive.
Father Michael noted that the distribution of migrants is being regulated by the federal government. 

INTRODUCING FATHER STEPHEN
Father Stephen introduced himself as Afori Acheampong, the second of seven children, raised by his grandparents. He has been a priest for nine years and will soon be 43 years old.

PARKING LOT UPDATE
Given by Father Michael in Henry Glowiak’s absence.
We bought it, we own it. There will be a parking lot meeting tomorrow (July 8) after Mass, to decide on the development plan. 
The official document on the pavement contract will be transmitted to us in two weeks. Our next steps is to survey the property.
We paid: $141,126.77 for the land.

We are hoping to recruit young, bilingual Hispanics. We are maintaining the activities we have traditionally done. The folks in Tidewater were impressed.

REVIEW OF LITURGICAL CALENDAR FOR JULY 2025

· Father Stephen will be saying Masses Mondays and Wednesdays, Father Mike on Tuesdays (both 9 a.m. and 6 p.m.) and weekends. He and Father Mike will alternate Sunday Masses; Father Steve will start by concelebrating Saturday Masses. Fr. Mike will celebrate the 4 p.m. Spanish-language Masses in Cape Charles. Father Mike is also handling migrant camp Masses while Fr. Steve gets to know the lay of the land.
· Fr. Breslin will continue to say regular Masses in Cape Charles, and Fathers Steve and Mike will be “on call” for pastoral care of the sick. Fr. Steve is working on getting a Virginia driver’s license and learning Spanish.
· There is a deacon helping at St. Charles – St. Peters is looking to have someone in the permanent diaconate, but that will take 5 years.
· For the record: We are NOT merging with St. Charles. It is not the direction of the Bishop. Joanne and Esther suggested we make an announcement to clarify this matter to St. Peter’s parish. Joanne suggested a letter from Fr. Mike to our parishioners included in the Sunday bulletin.
