OPENING PRAYER

APPROVAL OF MINUTES FOR JUNE, JULY, SEPTEMBER		
Quorum lacking, deferred to October meeting.

PARKING LOT UPDATE
Given by Henry Glowiak. 
Vinicio Diaz said the fence has been changed as well as the direction of parking, and entrance and exit signs have been added.

HISPANIC MINISTRY OCTOBER REPORT

REVIEW OF LITURGICAL CALENDAR FOR OCTOBER 2025

Vinicio said there was no one in the overflow hall during the new 7 a.m. Mass. All agreed there was no problem with parking or traffic flow with people leaving that Mass and others arriving for the 9 a.m. Mass.

Recruitment materials are in the weekly bulletins. Stan saw the ad there, which was how he came to join the chapter.
John Morrison asked about having a couple of Knights do face-to-face recruiting after 9:00 a.m. Masses.

OLD BUSINESS:
Update on new Parish Directory – 
Deferred to November meeting. (Esther Corpus absent.)

CONCERNS/OTHER ITEMS OF IMPORTANCE
Status Update on St. Peter’s/St. Charles
Father Breslin has cancer and will soon be receiving hospice care.

Parish Picnic moved to Oct. 19, 2025
Weather is threatening once again. Henry Glowiak said he will wait until the last minute to buy hamburger and hotdog buns so that they will be fresh.

Securing doors during Mass - John Morrison brought up the issue that ushers used to secure doors during Mass, but we seem to have stopped in recent months. Jack Wagner said that with Hispanic food sales happening right after Mass, it is hard to coordinate. All agreed that someone should at least be at the kitchen door to monitor comings and goings. 

Communion wafer in collection basket - Someone has been taking a wafer from the gifts at the back of the church and putting it in the collection basket. An elderly Asian man has been seen doing it in when he enters. Mark Nuckols noted that, in some countries, unconsecrated wafers are often put out on a small table at the back of the Sanctuary before Mass, along with a paten or other vessel. Upon entering, each person who plans to receive Communion will put one wafer in that vessel (to be brought forward during the Offertory). That way, there will not be so many consecrated hosts left over after Communion. Perhaps this gentleman is confused about the practice here.

Rectory refurbishment – John Morrison asked what we are doing about the Rectory. He proposed that we do fund raisers. John would address parishioners at Mass and ask various groups, such as Hispanics, to do fund-raisers of their own sort. “The place needs a complete re-do,” he said. He estimated the cost at 50-70 thousand dollars. He and John Lubniewski noted it has been 25-30 years since it has been refurbished.
Morrison suggested an open bidding for the job – whether it goes to one of our parishioners or not. We can take up envelopes for it (as we did for the parking lot). We can do 50-50s, etc. “We have talked about it long enough.” Henry Glowiak said he had talked to Teri Daly of the Finance Council, and she said the Parish had the money.
Jack Wagner asked if someone is cleaning the Rectory regularly. We had agreed to have that done, as well.
All present agreed unanimously that we should do something. Morrison will bring it up at the next meeting.
Note: Father Mike said during the meeting of September 9, 2025 that we will defer the matter until the New Year, once the parking lot is finished and Father Steve gets to know the community and develop a routine.

Votive candles. Jack Wager pointed out that there are no votive candles in the Narthex. There’s a slot for money but no candles. We used to have a person taking care of it.
